CONSTITUTION
OF 

ALCM COLUMBUS: CANTOR CONNECTION

+

PREAMBLE
Whereas our highest priority as church musicians is the greater glory of God in worship, and whereas music is a vital and integral part of the worship and mission of the Church and holds an important place in the proclamation of the Word, the praise of God, and the prayer of the community, and whereas it is our duty as artists and servants of the Church to maintain the highest standards of worship and music, ALCM Columbus: Cantor Connection is formed in Central Ohio as a local chapter of the Association of Lutheran Church Musicians. 
ARTICLE I

Purposes
ALCM Columbus: Cantor Connection is a local chapter of ALCM formed:

(A) To provide resources, information and encouragement for Central Ohio Lutheran church musicians in their efforts to proclaim the Word through music and liturgy.

(B) To produce local and regional hymn festivals and workshops and/or other such activities benefiting its members.

(C) To organize gatherings in varied locations for the purpose of planning events, sharing ideas and resources and to encourage fellowship and mutual support.
(D) To maintain a common calendar of concerts and other church-related events of interest to musicians in central Ohio.
(E) To encourage the highest standards in the practice of church music; to preserve, strengthen, and renew our Lutheran liturgical heritage.

(F) To define and clarify, both theologically and functionally, the role of the musician in the life of the Church.

(G) To encourage membership and participation in the Association of Lutheran Church Musicians.

ARTICLE II 

Allocation of resources 
(A) All funds received by ALCM Columbus: Cantor Connection (“the organization”) shall be used solely for the purposes set out in Article I. 

(B) The organization shall not engage in any activities that are not in furtherance of these same purposes. 

ARTICLE III

Membership

(A) Full members are those who are members of ALCM and have indicated their interest in affiliation with ALCM Columbus: Cantor Connection. Full members have voting privileges and may serve on the board of directors, they will receive all Cantor Connection communications, and they may attend all gatherings and events.

(B) Associate members are those who have indicated their interest in affiliation with ALCM Columbus: Cantor Connection and are not members of ALCM. They will receive all Cantor Connection communications and may attend all gatherings and events.

ARTICLE IV

Board of Directors

(A) The number of directors shall be six (6), consisting of the President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and two (2) Directors-At-Large.

(B) Terms shall be two years, commencing on July 1.

(C) Officers may serve two consecutive terms only. They may be re-elected after one term out of office. 
(D) Board meetings are to be held bi-annually and as considered necessary. A majority of the number of directors serving shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. 
ARTICLE V

Officers

(A) President. The President shall:

(1) Convene general meetings and determine agendas in conversation with the board

(2) Oversee and guide the activities of the organization

(3) Make decisions for the good of the organization, in consultation with the board if possible, when action is needed

(4) In consultation with the board, determine the committees needed, and name chairs and participants for each  
(5) Attend committee meetings in coordination with the Vice-President

(B) Vice-President. The Vice-President shall:
(1) Assist the President in all duties described above
(2) Organize and coordinate the election of new officers; tabulate results

(3) Attend committee meetings in coordination with the President

(C) Secretary. The Secretary shall:

(1) Assist the President in all duties described above

(2) Attend board meetings, prepare detailed summaries and distribute these to all officers within a week following the meeting

(3) Maintain a comprehensive membership list of all full and associate members of the organization, including full mailing and e-mail addresses

(4) Serve as liaison to the ALCM national office

(D) Treasurer. The Treasurer shall:

(1) Assist the President in all duties described above

(2) Maintain a detailed record of income and expenditures; keep necessary receipts
(3) Be charged with the handling of funds, with sending funds to ALCM for deposit and with seeing that the checks from ALCM are distributed properly
(4) Submit financial records to the ALCM national office quarterly

(E) Directors-At-Large. The Directors-At-Large shall:

(1) Assist the President in all duties described above

(2) Serve on task forces and work on special projects as directed by the President
ARTICLE VI

Committees

(A) The board shall establish standing and ad-hoc committees as deemed appropriate. 
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
